Science: Light

We see things because they are either light sources that make
light (where light travels directly into our eyes) or they are non-
light sources that we can see because light reflects off them into
our eyes. Some objects are visible because they are light

sources and some are visible because they reflect light.

We can classify objects as transparent, translucent or opaque

depending on how light behaves when it hits them.
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All surfaces and objects reflect some light.

This reflected light ,
travels in a straight /

line from the light
source, reflects off
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the object and into
our eye. e
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How are shadows made?

Shadows are made when an opaque object blocks the path of
light, which travels in straight lines. The shape of an object
affects the shadow that it makes. Shadows cast by the sun
change in length and direction during the day.
